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ENGL2322 - Banned Literature

Credits: 3 (3/0/0)

Description: Meets MnTC Goal Area 2, 6 and 7. This course is an in-depth study of literature that has been
banned or challenged. The course focuses primarily on the study of literature, but part of the
lectures, discussions and student responses will address the topic of censorship. Students will
read from a variety of genres.

8. Differentiate between contemporary and historical reactions to the banned/challenged
literature.
9. Interpret the literature within the framework of contemporary theoretical and historical
contexts.
10. Compose analytical responses and/or essays about the readings.
11. Participate in small and large group literary discussions.
