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About this program

In the Architectural Drafting and Design program, students become proficient in computer-aided drafting (CAD) and the Revit building
design software, learning the skills needed for a variety of jobs related to the construction industry. Graduates are hired by
architectural and engineering firms, contractors, and manufacturing and distribution companies. An advisory board comprised of local
and regional industry representatives reviews the curriculum to ensure students learn the skills needed by employers.

This course covers the design development and documentation of single-family living. Students will be introduced to residential design styles as well as

proper documentation methods.

presentation techniques.

This course provides the student with a working knowledge of blueprints and specifications. The student gains an understanding of blueprints, then

interprets and applies this knowledge to job situations.

The course develops

the CAD skills necessary to design and print complex two-dimensional drawings and sheet sets.

This course focuses on the basics of material, labor and equipment estimating. Students will learn to calculate the quantities of material comprising a

project. These gquantities will determine the primary portion of the direct costs used in a construction bid. This process will be the first step in completing
accurate bids for construction projects of all sizes.

This course covers the basic concepts of 3D printing and rapid prototyping utilizing various three-dimensional printers and scanning equipment.

developing fluency through a process approach, with particular emphasis on revision. Students will consider purpose and audience, read and discuss
writing and further develop their own writing processes through successive revisions to produce polished drafts. Course work will include an introduction
to argumentative writing, writing from academic sources and a short research project.
